Effective command: A command is considered “effective” if it is a direct, positively stated, single command, the parent provides the child with an opportunity to comply (5 seconds), and the parent remains quiet following the command (no excess verbiage). Mastery criteria (part 1) is at least 75% of parent commands must be effective during the 5 minute coding at the beginning of the session.

Correct follow through: A parent is considered to show correct follow-through after a command if they give immediate labeled praise for compliance (either the first or second statement following compliance) and a chair warning for noncompliance with an effective command. Mastery criteria (part 2) is at least 75% of follow through after effective commands must be correct.   
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
