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Description of workshop: This workshop will provide IoWA-PCIT therapists with additional training in applying attachment theory to their work with children and families. Participants will have an opportunity to review and recalibrate observations of secure and insecure attachment and discuss how to incorporate these observations into their PCIT coaching. In addition, the workshop will cover adult working models of attachment. We will explore how adult working models of attachment can inform PCIT coaching – including how understanding therapists’ working models of attachment can inform therapeutic interactions.
About the trainer:  Beth Troutman, Ph.D., ABPP has been studying attachment theory for the past 35 years. Dr. Troutman’s training in attachment theory includes training in evidence-based assessments and interventions based on attachment theory at the University of Iowa, the University of Minnesota, the University of Amsterdam, the University of Quebec at Montreal, Tulane University, and Marycliff Institute. 
Dr. Troutman’s research on attachment and infant mental health has been published in peer-reviewed developmental and clinical journals and presented at national and international meetings. Her book, Integrating Behaviorism and Attachment Theory in Parent Coaching, published in 2015, has been widely read by researchers and mental health providers. The Korean translation of this book was published in 2019. Attachment-Informed Parent Coaching was published in 2022.
